     I/we agree that Chimal Circus Arts, LLC shall not be liable to us or to the above named child for indirect, special, incidental, exemplary, or consequential damages, (including, without limitation, lost wages, lost wage earning capacity or lost profits) arising from any cause of action whatsoever, including contract, warranty, strict liability, or negligence.  Under no circumstances shall the liability of Chimal Circus Arts, LLC exceed the amounts paid to it by us or by the child for the child’s participation in circus arts training, performance or other activities. ALL WARRANTIES ARE DISCLAIMED WHETHER THEY BE EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, INCLUDING IMPLIED WARRANTY OF MERCHANTABILITY AND/OR FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE.  I understand that by signing this release, I am waiving important legal rights either for myself or for my minor child.  This waiver and release shall be construed as broadly as possible, and releases Chimal Circus Arts, LLC and its agents, officers, and employees from any and all liability that can legally be waived under Texas law. 
If any part, clause, provision or condition of this instrument is held to be void, invalid or inoperative, such voidness, invalidity or inoperativeness shall not affect any other clause, provision or condition hereof; but the remainder of this instrument shall be effective as though such clause, provision or condition had not been contained herein.
     Any controversy, claim, or dispute in the course and scope of this Agreement or arising out of or relating to this Agreement or the breach, termination, enforcement, interpretation or validity thereof, including the determination of the scope or applicability of this agreement to arbitrate, shall be determined by binding arbitration in Houston, Texas, before a sole arbitrator, in accordance made in and to be performed in Texas.  "Dispute" shall include, without limitation, those involving fees, costs, billing, breach of contract and any other act, omission or duties pertaining to this Agreement.  The arbitration shall be administered according to the Chapter 171.001, et seq., of the Texas Civil Practice and Remedies Code, formerly or commonly referred to as the Texas Arbitration Act.  The arbitrator shall be mutually chosen by the parties.  In the event the parties disagree as to the choice of arbitrator, then the issue as to the choice of an arbitrator shall be decided by a member of the American Arbitration Association or its successor, if any.   Judgment on the Award may be entered in any court having jurisdiction in Harris County, Texas.  The legal effect of the opinion and judgment of the arbitrator panel shall be the same as if rendered by a Court of law.  Each party shall bear its own legal fees and costs and shall not seek attorney's fees or costs from the other.  Upon the request of any party, a mediation shall be conducted prior to the arbitration.  The mediator shall be mutually agreed to by the parties, and if the parties cannot agree then the issue as to the choice of a mediator shall be decided by a member of the American Arbitration Association, Houston, Texas or its successor. The mediation shall be conducted pursuant to Chapter 154.001, et seq., of the Texas Civil Practice and Remedies Code, Alternative Dispute Resolution Procedures.
